YOUTH LEAGUE RULES 2023-24
1. Play will be in accordance with the current I.F.N rules with EN protocols. 
2. All players must be members of England Netball.
3. Proof of membership will be required upon the Club Registration Form
4. Each team entered will pay £40 to enter the League via BACs
5. Each team entered will pay  £20.00 match fee for each game via BACs
6. No Money will be taken on Match Day
£ 8 of the match fee will be paid to umpires. Entry and match fees are used to support the cost of the indoor venue hire.
7. All players must be under 16 on the 31st August/1st September 2023. (unless clubs have requested dispensation for a player aged 16 with extenuating circumstances)
8. Teams must commence play if there are 5 or more players available. If a team does not have 5 players, the clock will start, and the opposing team will be awarded a goal a minute until the team has 5 players. 
If both teams have less than 5 players then the clock will be started, and when the teams eventually start play they will play the amount left on the clock. Players arriving late can join the game after a goal has been scored or at quarter time. 
9. If an opposing team fails to arrive with 5 or more players within the first quarter of the game they will forfeit the game and lose 12-0.
10. Central timing will be used for matches. Games will start and finish on the umpire’s whistle. The umpire’s decision is final. Umpires on court can confer and make a joint decision where necessary.
11. Umpires where possible should be neutral and will be allocated by the League Umpire Coordinator
12. Teams must provide a team manager.
13. Teams must fulfil the desk duty they are assigned
14. Where a club enters more than one team, players should only represent one team throughout the League. However, there may be times when a player may need to play for another team from their club, provided that:
a. it is a player from a lower ranked/ age group team playing up.
b. this does not happen on a regular basis.(no more than 2 occasions per player)
b. this is not done to gain a tactical advantage over the opposition.
The above dispensations will be at the discretion of the Organising Committee.
15. There will be a maximum of 12 players per team for any one match.  Extra registrations may be added at any time during the season over and above this 12 at a cost of £1per registration
16. Games will be 9 each quarter, with 1 min at ¼ and ¾ time and 2 min at ½ time. This allows 10 minutes for exit and entry of teams plus cool down/warm up
17. Points are awarded as follows:
5 points for winning a game
3 points for drawing a game
1 point to losing team who score over 50% of the oppositions score
18. In the event of a draw on points at the end of the competition, goal average (goals for divided by goals against) will decide. Where this is the same, then goal difference (goals for minus goals against) will be used and, should it prove necessary, goals scored. 
19. Teams cannot cancel a game with their opposition. When a problem arises the club should notify the County immediately(southstaffsnetball@outlook.com ), so that the matter can be dealt with. If this occurs less than 2 weeks before their scheduled league game the offending club will be fined their match fee, as well as the opposing teams match fees, totalling £40.00.
20. All teams must register their playing kit on their league entry form.  The team’s playing kit must be their registered uniform and all those players not suitably attired may be asked to leave the court.
21. Clubs should ensure they have a spare set of bibs, different in colour to their first set, prior to all games. 
22. Teams must toss for centre pass well in advance of the start of the game.
23. The relevant England Netball Codes of Conduct will be abided by at all times and can be found on the South Staffordshire County Website
24. The South Staffordshire County Netball Association will manage the Youth League for the 2023/24 season. 
25. Under no circumstances should Umpires be criticised or challenged by anyone in attendance at a match (this includes players, coaches and parents). 
26. In netball the Umpire’s decision is final. Anyone who repeatedly contravenes this rule will be asked to leave the venue, Clubs may forfeit a game and players may face suspension from their next match.
27. Please check that you are happy with the scorecard, once submitted it cannot be changed. 
Both umpires and team representatives must sign scorecards in a legible fashion.
28. If the dispute involves the score then cards should still be signed but “In Protest”
29. Any dispute should be lodged in writing within 7 days of the incident to the South Staffordshire County Netball Association Secretary at southstaffsnetball@outlook.com
30. Where an incident cannot easily be resolved a County sub committee will review and adjudicate on the issue using relevant information and respond appropriately in a timely fashion.
31. It is the responsibility of each team to provide an adequate First Aid Kit.
General Rules and notes
a) Arrive on time
b) Respect the team playing before and after yourselves
c) Take all your property with you
d) We have plenty of dates available to us so the league will extend beyond Easter
