League Structure

ENTRIES

· A total of 22 teams have entered the Festival this year.
· The teams entered in each age group are: 8 x U12 teams; 7 x U14 teams; 7 x U16 teams.
· The league has been structured in order that each team will play 6 games in the competition.
UNDER 12 SECTION
· The eight teams entered will play in a ladder format, following the ladder order shown in the table above.
· In the ladder each team will play the 3 teams above and the 3 below, giving 3 matches for each team.

· This will result in a total of 24 games being played in the U12 Section.

· I have attempted to ‘seed’ the ladder to give each team a mix of opposition in terms of relative strength, with some games being more/less challenging than others and some being at a similar level.
· For example, Sutton Town B (no.2) will play Barr Beacon Jets, Little Sutton, Dudley Leisure U12, Midrange Minis, Yendys Astrals and Sutton Town A.
UNDER 14 SECTION
· The seven U14 teams in each of the will play in a full round robin, with each team playing every other team, giving six matches each.
· This will result in a total of 21 games being played in the U14 Section.
· Of course, some matches will be more/less challenging than others.
UNDER 16 SECTION
· The seven U16 teams in each of the will play in a full round robin, with each team playing every other team, giving six matches each.
· This will result in a total of 21 games being played in the U16 Section.
· Again, some matches will be more/less challenging than others.
